The Risen Lord Jesus Pours Out the Holy Spirit
Summary of Scripture Lessons for the Day

The Lord took “some of the Spirit” that was on Moses “and put it on the seventy elders” of
Israel (Num. 11:25), and they “prophesied in the camp” (Num. 11:26). In the same way, our
risen Lord Jesus poured out His Holy Spirit at the Feast of Pentecost — the 50th day and
the “Eighth Sunday” of Easter. When “a sound like a mighty rushing wind” and “tongues as
of fire appeared” and rested on each of the 12 apostles, “they were all filled with the Holy
Spirit” and proclaimed “the mighty works of God” (Acts 2:2-4, 11). The Lord Jesus grants
this same Spirit to His Church on earth to proclaim Him glorified on the cross and risen
victorious from the grave for us sinners. From His open heart, our crucified and risen
Lord pours out His Holy Spirit in “rivers of living water” (John 7:38) and invites everyone
who thirsts to come to Him and drink freely (John 7:37). Through this life-giving work
of the Holy Spirit, we hear our pastors “telling in our own tongues the mighty works of God”
(Acts 2:11), and “everyone who calls upon the name of the Lord shall be saved” (Acts 2:21).

Often a letter is sent from the calling congregation to the congregation whose pastor
has been extended a call. That letter from Holy Cross Lutheran Church, Moline,
[linois, to Lutheran Church of Our Savior can be found and read in the Admin Wing
hallway, posted under the “Issues” section.

HOW DOES THE CALL PROCESS IN THE LCMS WORK? ... When a congregation
seeks a pastor (from the field), nominations are collected from members of that
congregation, and these are submitted to the District President (to ensure that the
nominees are rostered pastors in good standing of The Lutheran Church —Missouri Synod,
or a partner church body). The District President returns to the congregation valid
nominees, and has the prerogative to suggest others. Then the Voters Assembly of the
calling congregation selects (by vote) one, and the congregation extends a call to the pastor
elected. The pastor is notified that a call has been extended to him, is informed about the
calling congregation (locale, congregational life, pertinent statistics, etc.), and he gives
prayerful consideration to the call extended, often asking: ‘What are the needs of my
present congregation? “What are the needs of the calling congregation?” ‘Do the needs of
one outweigh the other?” “What are the needs of my family?’ “Where can I better serve for
the greater good of the Church?” With his congregation and the calling congregation he
prays that the Lord’s will be made clear, and then be done.
