The Righteousness of Christ 

Summary of Scripture Lessons for the Day 

Jesus warns that “unless your righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, you 
will never enter the kingdom of heaven” (Matt. 5:20), but He also calls His imperfect 
people “the salt of the earth” and “the light of the world” (Matt. 5:13, 14). That’s because 
the Lord Jesus came not to abolish the Law or the prophets, “but to fulfill them” (Matt. 
5:17) in perfect faith and love. Since He does and teaches all of God’s commandments, 
He is “called great in the kingdom of heaven” (Matt. 5:19). God manifests His 
“demonstration of the Spirit and of power” in “Jesus Christ and him crucified” (1 Cor. 2:2–
4), and through the preaching of the Gospel He gives His “secret and hidden wisdom” 
(1 Cor. 2:7). Christ gives this perfect righteousness to His people, and it leads them to 
true fasting, which is “to loose the bonds of wickedness, to undo the straps of the yoke, to let 
the oppressed go free” (Is. 58:6) and “to share your bread with the hungry and bring the 
homeless poor into your house” (Is. 58:7).

12Now we have received not the spirit of the world, 
but the Spirit who is from God, that we might understand the things freely given 
us by God. 13And we impart this in words not taught by human wisdom but taught 
by the Spirit, interpreting spiritual truths to those who are spiritual. 

14The natural person does not accept the things of the Spirit of God, for they are 
folly to him, and he is not able to understand them because they are spiritually 
discerned. 15The spiritual person judges all things, but is himself to be judged by 
no one. 16“For who has understood the mind of the Lord so as to instruct him?” But 
we have the mind of Christ.
