The Prayer of the Church Is the Voice of Faith
Summary of Scripture Lessons for the Day

Jesus catechizes His disciples in the way of faith by teaching them how to pray. He
promises us: “Ask, and it will be given to you, seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be
opened to you” (Luke 11:9). If earthly fathers know how to give good gifts to their
children, “how much more will the heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask
him” (Luke 11:13). Thus, father Abraham was bold in his prayer because he believed
the gracious promise of the Lord, that he would “surely become a great and mighty
nation” (Gen. 18:18). When we pray in Jesus’ name, we also hold “fast to the Head”
(Col. 2:19), “rooted and built up in him and established in the faith” (Col. 2:6-7).

Old Testament: Genesis 18:17-33

7The LORD said, “Shall I hide from Abraham what I am about to do, 8seeing that
Abraham shall surely become a great and mighty nation, and all the nations of the
earth shall be blessed in him? For I have chosen him, that he may command his
children and his household after him to keep the way of the LORD by doing
righteousness and justice, so that the LORD may bring to Abraham what he has
promised him.”
