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OLD TESTAMENT READING Proverbs 9:1—10

written in Proverbs, chapter 9.

turn in here!” To him who lacks sense she says, “Come, eat of my
bread and drink of the wine I have mixed. Leave your simple ways,
and live, and walk in the way of insight. “Whoever corrects a scoffer
gets himself abuse, and he who reproves a wicked man incurs
injury. Do not reprove a scoffer, or he will hate you; reprove a wise
man, and he will love you. Give instruction to a wise man, and he
will be still wiser; teach a righteous man, and he will increase in
learning. The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom, and the
knowledge of the Holy One is insight.

EPISTLE Ephesians 2:13—22
(P) The Epistle is written in Ephesians, chapter 2.

But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought
near by the blood of Christ. For he himself is our peace, who has made
us both one and has broken down in his flesh the dividing wall of
hostility by abolishing the law of commandments and ordinances, that
he might create in himself one new man in place of the two, so making
peace, and might reconcile us both to God in one body through the
cross, thereby killing the hostility. And he came and preached peace to
you who were far off and peace to those who were near. For through him
we both have access in one Spirit to the Father. So then you are no
longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with the saints
and members of the household of God, built on the foundation of the
apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone, in
whom the whole structure, being joined together, grows into a holy
temple in the Lord. In him you also are being built together into a
dwelling place for God by the Spirit.
